The instructor will at all times, to the best of their ability, endeavor to teach the client correct driving skills according to DSA's recommended syllabus, available from http://www.dsa.gov.uk The instructor shall be check tested as required, and shall provide a suitable fully insured and legal training vehicle.

2
Prices are advised before starting any tuition. Currently £24 for one hour of tuition, with exception of discounts on the discretion of the instructor, or where advertised.

3
Lessons will be paid for by cash or cheque including a cheque guarantee card details.  The pupil will be responsible for any unpaid cheques and bank charges applied for this.

4
Payment shall be paid for on booking a time, that is one lesson in advance with exception of the first lesson which shall be paid on its completion. 

5
The duration of a lesson is normally 90 minutes, unless otherwise agreed between the pupil and the instructor beforehand.

6
Prices for the hire of a driving school car for the practical driving test are charged at the normal tuition price stated in clause 2. The pupil is charged for:

a
the hire of a driving school car during a test 

b
and any traveling time to the test centre

c
and any tuition required prior to a practical test

The total cost to be advised at the request of the pupil.

7
The pupil must give at least two working days notice (excluding Sunday) prior to canceling a lesson; otherwise the monies paid shall be forfeit to the instructor.

8
The instructor must give at least two working days notice (excluding Sunday) prior to canceling a lesson; otherwise the monies paid shall be forfeit to the pupil, or carried forward as credit on agreement.

9
If the pupil is late by fifteen minutes or more for any reason from the agreed time, the pupil will be responsible for the funds in full and forfeit the tuition time for that lesson to the instructor.

The instructor reserves the right to withhold the use of the school car at any time and requires the full cost of a void lesson when a lesson is cancelled by the instructor, on the grounds of dangerous driving, and/or the pupils readiness for test, and/or legalities (including if the pupil; has an invalid driving license; does not meet the required eyesight test or if the instructor has any suspicion that the pupil is using drugs, alcohol, or any other substances or reason which may affect the pupils ability to drive safely on public roads. These reasons can be given in writing to the pupil on request.

A pupils driving license and eyesight will be checked by the instructor for legal reasons prior to tuition and/or at any other time requested by the instructor.  Pupils who require glasses or contact lenses for purpose of driving must be responsible to wear these for all lessons or tests, if not the instructor will observe the right to withhold the use of the school car, and the instructor will be entitled to any funds in full, relating to the tuition time booked for that lesson.
